ñNow faith is confidence in what we hope for and assurance 

about what we do not see. This is what the ancients were 

commended for. By faith we understand that the universe was 

formed at Godôs command, so that what is seen was not made 

out of what was visible. By faith Abel brought God a better 

offering than Cain did. By faith he was commended as 

righteous, when God spoke well of his offerings. And by faith 

Abel still speaks, even though he is dead. By faith Enoch was 

taken from this life, so that he did not experience death: ñHe 

could not be found, because God had taken him away.ò For 

before he was taken, he was commended as one who pleased 

God. And without faith it is impossible to please God, because 

anyone who comes to him must believe that he exists and that 

he rewards those who earnestly seek him.ò (Hebrews 11:1-6, 

NIV) 

 

Hebrews 11; sometimes referred to as, ñThe Hall of Faithò; goes 

on to mention so many notable figures all forming this, ñ... great 

cloud of witnesses éò (Hebrews 12:1, NIV), who give us a 

reason to press on, believing that God has a plan even if we canôt 

see it yet. In Mark 12 Jesus explains to the Sadducees, ñNow 

about the dead risingðhave you not read in the Book of Moses, 

in the account of the burning bush, how God said to him, óI am 

the God of Abraham, the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacobô? 

He is not the God of the dead, but of the living. You are badly 

mistaken!ò (vv. 26-27, NIV) With all this positive affirmation

They happen to be Othniel, Ehud, 

Shamgar, Deborah, Gideon, Tola, Jair, Jephthah, Ibzan, 

Elon, Abdon, and Samson. They also happen to be people 

we could likely meet in Heaven.

story but every reason counts. Still, as we discover these 

authors and great people of faith we inevitably find they 

are more like us than we thought. Deborah was humble, 

Gideon was scared, Amos was reluctant, Job suffered, 

Ruth was faithful in the midst of grief, etc. The details 

matter a little but what they all have in common is how 

they discover the faithfulness of God. Many of the 

circumstances they lived through were clearly difficult. 

Yet when they allowed God to direct their path it worked. 
 

Do you see in Hebrews 11:4 where it says, ñ... by faith 

Abel still speaks, even though he is dead.ò Thatôs 

fascinating to me. I think we tend to think Abel is a sad 

character. He was faithful but still died a brutal and tragic 

death. But apparently Abel thinks he was faithful and he 

was greatly rewarded for his simple act of heartfelt 

obedience. My prayer today is that his story, and so many 

more from the scriptures, may indeed speak to us as we 

struggle to weigh the cost and reward of being faithful.

4. In bowl, toss potatoes with salad dressing.  

5. Transfer to serving bowl; sprinkle with bacon, scallions, dill, paprika, and freshly ground pepper.

As a friendly reminder, both of these women were 

essentially penniless and not able to support themselves 

except through gleaning fields. Enter Boaz, who ends up 

marrying Ruth and giving her a son. 

 

The pure faith in God that Ruth demonstrates is mind-

blowing. I would love to know what she thought as she 

travelled, going to an unknown land with a completely 

uncertain future. It must have been truly nerve-wracking.

I would love to talk about 

the strength she drew from when summoning Xerxes and 

Haman to supper, knowing full well that she could have 

been killed simply for speaking out against injustice.  
 

We absolutely cannot forget about Mary. The mother of 

Jesus, who bore a son in a barn under the light of a star so
